4.	 The 2025 Long Range Transportation Plan Cost Fea ible Projects map is propos for 
adoption as FntureTransportation Map Series Map #9. The City's requ red to ensure 
consistency w·th the adopted Transportation Panning Organization plans. 0 dinance o. 
2010-23 proposed to opt the map, bown as Exhibit 'A' to the ordinance. 

S.	 A color Future Land Use Map has been created and' propo ed or adoption. This adoption 
will i elude any uture Land Use Map amendmen approved at the publit hearing. The 
propo map will cover the 2010 to 2024 time period. This map wiD replace the numerous 
blae and hite map now present in the plao. Ordinance No. 2010-29 propo es to adopt the 
new map, shown Exhibit'A t to that ordinance. 

6.	 tly, due to theinfr structure needs of several of the proposed Future Land Use Map 
amendments, rev' ion to the Capital Improvements Schedule are required to maintain 
concurrency levels. Ordinance 0.2010-30 proposes to amend h schedule, shown a Exhibit 
'A' of that ordinance. 

4.	 The applicant for the request is the Palm Bay Growth Management Department.
