2.	 Policy FLU-1.11 provides for the listing of land use categories pennissible in the City. Staff is 
proposing to create a He .ion At ivity C.enter Use Ian use category and to cr te a Goal 
FLU-9 with numerous objectives and policies relating th reto. This new land use categoryi 
proposed for adoption under Ordinance 0.2010-21 and the propo ed langu ge i included 
with the ordinan as Exhibit A'. 

3.	 Amendments to Implement DB 697 are included in Ordin nee No. 2010-22 with proposed 
language shown with the ordinance as Exhibit A'. 

4.	 The 2025 Long Range Transportation Plan Cost Fea'b Projects map i' propo ed for 
adop 'on as Fu re Transportation Map Series Map #9. The City i. [1 uired to ensure 
consistency with the adopted Transportation P aoning Organization plans. Ordin nee. o. 
2010-23 proposed to adopt the map, shown as Exhibit'A to tbe ordinance. 

5.	 A color Future L d se Ma has been created and is proposed fo adoption. T . adoption 
wiD include any Fu un Land Use Map amendments approved at the pubrc hearing. The 
proposed map will co er the 2010 to 2024 time period. Tbis map will repLace the numerous 
black an white ps now present in the plan. Ordinance o. 2010-29 proposes to adopt the 
new map, shown as Exhibit'A' to that ordinance. 

6.	 Lastly due to the infrastructure needs of se em of th propo ed Future Land Use Map 
amendments, revi iObS to th Capital Improvements Schedule ar required to maintain 
concurrency levels. Ordinance o. 201()''30 propose to amend he schedule, shown a Exh'bit 
'A' 0 that ordinance.
