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BACKGROUND: 
1.	 The policies within the Future Land Use Element need to be updated to implement the requirement 

for a land use category for mixed uses throughout the City. Currently, only the Bayfront Community 
Redevelopment District and the Mlxed Use categories exist to provide mixed use land use 
categories. The Regional Activity Center Use category is being developed to provide for urban core 
or village type developments with corresponding standards. AddUionally, the Objection, 
Recommendations and Comm nts Repgrt from the Florida DepartmentofCommunity Affairs 
necessitated updates numerous elements of the PI rei ting to implementation of HB 697 
dealing with greenhouse reduction and energy efficientden opm nt, transportation maps, 
the Future Land se Map and the Capital Improvements Schedule. 

2.	 Policy FLU-l.lI provides for the listing of land use categories permissible in the City. 8ta is 
poposing to creat.e a Regional Activity Center se laDd use category and to create a Goal 
FLU-~ with owneroDS objectives and policie relating thereto. This new land usecaregory is 
proposed for adoption der Ordinance No. 2&10-21 and the proposed langua is included 
with the ordinance Exhibit 'A'. 

3.	 Amendments to implement DB 697 are ·Deluded in Ordinance No. 2810-22 with proposed 
langua e shown with tbe ordinance as Exhibit A'. 

4.	 Tbe 2025 Long Ran e Transportation Plan Cost Feasible Projeds map is proposed for 
adoption Fu re Tran portation np Ser"es Map #9. The City is required to en UTe 

consistency with the adopted Transportation P . Dning Organization plans. Ordinanc No. 
2010-23 propo to adopt the m p, shown as Exhibit -A' to the 0 ·nance. 

S.	 A color Future L nd U e Map as been created and is propo ed for adoption. Thi adoption 
will include any Future Land Use Map amendments approved at the public hearing. e 
proposed map will cover the 2010 to 2024 time period. Th~s map wiD replace the numerous 
back d white maps DOW present in the plan. Ordinance No. 2010-29 propo es to adopt the 
new map, hown s Exhibit A' to that ordinance. 

6.	 Lastly, due to the infrastructure needs of ver I of the proposed Future Land Use Map 
amendments, revisions to the Capital Improvement.l; Schedule are required to maintain 
concurrency levels. Ordinance o. 2018-30 proposes to amen the chedule, shown as Exhibit 
'A' of that ordinance. 

4.	 The applicant for the request is the Palm Bay Growth Management Department. 

ANALYSIS: 
1.	 The amendments have been tentatively reviewed by the DepartmentofCommunity Affairs and 

appear to add all Objectio identified in the Department's ORC eport.
