BACKGROUND: 
1.	 The policies within the Future Land Use Element need to be updated to implement the requirement 

for a land use category for mixed uses throughout the City. Currently, only the Bayfront Community 
Redevelopment District and the Mixed Use categories exist to provide mixed use land use 
categories. The Regional Activity Center Use category is being developed to provide for urban core 
or village type developments with corresponding standards. AdditionaUy, the Objections, 
Recommendations and Comments Report from the orids Department ofCommunity Affairs 
necessitated updates numerous elements of the Plan relating to imp ementa .on of DB 6fYl 
dealing with greenhouse gas reduction and energyefficient development, transportation map , 
the Future Land Use ap and the Capital mproveme ts chedule. 

2.	 Policy FLU-1.lI provides for the listing of land use categories permissible in the City. Staff is 
proposing to create a Regional Activity Center Use and use legoryand to create a Goal 
FLU-9 with DumerOUS objectives and policies relating thereto. This new and use category is 
proposed for adoption under Ordinance o. 2010-21 and the proposed language is included 
with the ordinance a Exhibit A . 

3.	 Amendm nts to imp ement DB 697 are included in Ordin nee No. 2010-22 with proposed 
language s own with the ordinance as Exhibit'A'. 

4.	 Tbe 2025 Long Rang Transpo tion Plan Cost Feasib e Projects p is proposed for 
adoption a Future Transportation M p Seri M P #9. The City is req ired to ensue 
consistency with e adopted Transportation Planning Organization plans. Ordinance o. 
2010 23 proposed to a.dopt the map, shown as Exhibit'A' to the ordinance. 

5.	 A co or Future Land Map has n created and is proposed for adoption. T· adoption 
wUl include any Future Land Map amendments approved at the public hearing. The 
proposed map will cover the 2010 to 2024 time period. Tbis map will replace the numerous 
black and white rna DOW present In the plan. Oro·Dance No. 2010·29 proposes to adopt the 
new map, sbown as Exhibit'A to that ordinance. 

6.	 Lastly, due to the infrastructure needs of several of the proposed Future Land Use Map 
amendments, revisions to the Capital Improv ments Scbedu.Je re required to rna·ntain 
concurrency vel,. Ordinance No. 2010-30 propo e to amend the schedule, shown as Exhibit 
A' of that ordinance. 

4.	 The applicant for the request is the Palm Bay Growth Management Department.

1.	 The amendments ave been tentative y reviewed by the DepartmentofCommunity A . and 

appear to address all Objec ·ODS identified in the Department's ORC Report.
