Addi 'onally t e Objections 
Re£ommendations and Comments Report from the Florida partmentof Com unity Affairs 
neassitated update numer()u e emenl'l of the Plan relating to imple ents on of DB 697 
dealing with greenho e gas redu .on and energy efficient development. nsporta'on maps 
the Future Land Use p and the Capital 1m rovements cheduJe. 

2.	 Policy FLU-1.lI provides for the listing of land use categories pennissible in the City. Staff is 
proposing to create a Regional Activity Center Use land use category and to create Goal 
FLU·9 with numerous objectives and policies relatin thereto. This new land use category is 
proposed for adoption under Ordinance No. 2010-21 and th proposed language Is included 
wilh the ordinance as Exhibit'A'. 

3.	 Amendments to implement DB 697 are included In Ordinance No. 2010·22 with propo 
language sbown with the ordinance as Exhibit A'. 

4.	 The 2G2S Long Range Transportatio Plan Co, t Feasib e Projects map is propo ed for 
adoption as Future Transportation Map Series Map #9. The City i r quiredto ensure 
consistency with the adopted Tran 'portation Planning Organization plan . Ordinance o. 
2010-23 proposed to adopt the map, shown Exhibit"A to the ordinance. 

5.	 A co or Future Land Use Map een crea ed and' propo for adoption. This adoption 
wUl i cl de any Future Land Use Map amendments approved at the public hearing_ The 
proposed m p will cover the 2010 to 2024 time period. This map will replace the numerous 
black and white map now present in the p an. Ordinance No. 2010-29 proposes to adopt the 
new map, shown as Exhibit ~ A' to that ordinance. 

6.	 Lastly, due to the infra tructure eeds of several of the proposed Future Land se Map 
amendments, revisions to e Capital Improvements Sched e are required to maintain 
concurrency levels. Ordinance No. 2010-30 propo to amend thesdtedu e, boWD as Exhibit 
,A I of that ordinance. 

4.	 The applicant for the request is the Palm Bay Growth Management Department.
