Allordinances or partsof ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed and

all ordinances or parts of ordinances notinconflict herewith are hereby continued in

full force and effect

RE Annualization of Mortgage Foreclosure Registration Fee

Pursuant to Section 9903of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Palm Bay the City charges a

one-timeone hundred dollar 100 registration for properties which are classified as abandoned foreclosing

residential properties The common practice of municipalities that have similar programs

to the City of Palm Bay is to establish the fee as an annual registration fee for these classified

properties This is justified by the increased attention the City has to place on these properties

due to their statusiemaintenance code enforcement etc The

proposed ordinance provides for the annualization ofthe fee and that the fee will be established

by resolution ofthe City Council which will occur at the second budget hearing The

proposed FY 11 budget includes revenue based upon the annualizationofthe registration fee and

the maintenanceofthe registration fee at one hundred dollars 100 FISCAL

IMPACT Annualization

ofthe registration fee increases General Fund revenue by 140 000which is included

in the proposed FY 11 budget RECOMMENDATION
