Candidates went through a series of circuits while wearing their bunker gear, 

boots, and an air pack, weighing approximately 40 pounds.

Tasks were to climb the aerial truck, roll, carry, and unroll two hoses, carry two 

foam buckets a certain distance, remove a ladder from the engine and carry it 

down the indicated route, pull a fire hose an indicated distance from the engine 

and back,  hit a tree stump 50 times with a sledge hammer, and drag a dummy a 

specified distance. Without stopping. And in 85+ degree heat.
