Vehicle Accident - Babcock Street 11/14/2009

A silver Hyundai Santa Fe, southbound on Babcock Street at around 2147 hours and traveling
approximately 50 mph, left the roadway for some unknown reasbine vehicle crossed a ditch, si
foot deep, on the west side of the road, wedging itself between a power pole and the bank of
ditch. FireRescue found a 46 y/o female to be the only occupant-RBErsonnel called the
patient into Holmes Regional Medical Center as a trauma alert due to her injuries.

The vehicle came to rest at a 45/50 degree angle with the roof against the power pole (at the
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difficult, taking 53 minutes to remove the patienExtrication consisted of removing the roof,

cutting out the dash, removing the steering column, seats, and dblee power pole broke about
6-7 feet from the ground with all power lines intadePL braced the pole for the night, scheduling
replacement during daylight hours.

The accident is being investigated by Florida Highway Patrol.

Call came in at 2147, on scene 2151, extrication started at 2155, with patient removal at
2248. Patient was flown to HRMC by Air Care out of Orlando at 2257.
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
