
Structure Fire Waffle Street 
January 31, 2010

In the wee hours of Sunday, January 31, 2010, fire personnel responded to the report of a 

structure fire at 1343 Waffle Street SE. On arrival, flames were visible, coming from inside 

the home. Occupants had evacuated. 

Due to rapid extinguishment, fire damage was confined to the master bedroom; however, 

smoke damage was suffered throughout the home. Firefighters Gentile and Zalnoski were 

first in, initiating the attack, and Probationary Firefighters Lamb and Weigle were on duty, 

experiencing their first structure fire. 

Driver Engineer/Paramedic Parenteô used the Pet Rescue Mask in an all-out effort to save 

the occupantsô cat  but was unable to do so. 

The Assistant Fire Marshal has determined the fire had been caused by a faulty electrical 

receptacle, which was in direct contact with the mattress and causing rapid fire 

involvement in the room.  Approximately $15,000 of damage was done to the home with 

over $75,000 placed in jeopardy.

The fire has been ruled accidental. 
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
